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“We need to make the police more responsive to the

concerns of local people not less,” said David. “Any
merger is going to be expensive and those costs will

be picked up by local council tax payers.”

David has been prominent in Parliament opposing
the plans, speaking in three debates on the
matter and tabling a motion calling for the
consultation period to be extended. “This
is the most fundamental reform of police
structures since the 1960s. We need to
have a proper debate about this. The
Government must listen to local people
to hear what we want.”
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Bovingdon fire
station update

At the time of going to press, the final
decision over the future of Bovingdon
fire station has not been made.

David has backed the local station from
the beginning and raised its plight with
John Prescott in Parliament the day after
the Buncefield explosion and written to
every County Councillor urging them to

preserve the station.

He also joined Bovingdon residents in

presenting the business case for

maintaining

the station to 10 Downing Street.
“The Bovingdon crew were one of the

first on the scene at Buncefield,”

commented David. “This highlights the
valuable role the station and its crew

performs.”

Concerns over hospital finances deepen

The difficulties facing the health service
in West Hertfordshire continues with
our local health trusts having to make
substantial cuts in order to balance

the books.

Hemel Hempstead Birthing Centre has
been closed, the burns and plastic surgery
unit at Mount Vernon has been disbanded
and the mental health budget cut. Rumours
of further cuts continue with Hemel
Hempstead’s Accident and Emergency set to
go before long.

“I know many people are very worried
about the future of healthcare in our area.
West Herts Hospital Trust and our Primary
Care Trusts are trying to balance the books
and | don't criticise them for that. However,

there is clearly a structural problem in that
Hertfordshire is not getting its fair slice of the
cake when it comes to health spending.”

“We face some severe difficulties in the
years ahead unless we get some support. If
the facilities in Hemel are removed this
means some people will have to travel
further but also the pressures on Watford
Hospital will be even greater. Watford
Hospital can barely cope now.”

David joined protesters in Hemel
Hempstead in November to celebrate the
30th Anniversary of the Dacorum Health
Action Group. He has also raised concerns
about local funding in a Parliamentary debate
and lobbied officials and Ministers on behalf
of constituents concerned about likely cuts.
